REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MAY 16, 2012
The Planning Commission of the City of Weed held a regular meeting on Wednesday, May 16, 2012, at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at City Hall.

Chairman Virgil Tuman called the meeting to order and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present, in addition to Chairman Tuman were Commissioners Richard Acquistapace, Wes Dutt, and Jess Gonzales.  Also present were Ron Stock, City Administrator in his capacity as City Planner, Rico Tinsman, Planning Consultant with PMC, and Commission Secretary Deborah Salvestrin.  

Paul Zwetsloot called in prior to the time of the meeting to request to be excused.  The Commission concurred.  
PUBLIC BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR
Chairman Tuman invited comments and/or questions from the audience on specific agenda items, or any item of interest that is within the Commission’s jurisdiction, noting that no action could be taken by the Commission except to set the matter presented for the next regular Commission meeting. Chairman Tuman called for Commissioners to declare conflicts of interest on any item on this agenda. There were none.  
PUBLIC HEARING(S)
A.  Negative Declaration for Use Permit for proposed gas station, convenience store, future car wash, and quick service restaurant on 1.31 vacant acres adjacent to and southwest of the South Weed Interstate 5 interchange.   

Chairman Tuman reviewed the procedures for the conduct of public hearings, and then declared the present as the time and place for the scheduled hearing.  Chairman Tuman then asked for and received verification that proper notice had been given in accordance with the law, and then declared the hearing open at 
7:06 p.m.

Mr. Tinsman reported receipt of an application from United Shasta Development, LLC for a use permit to develop a gas station, convenience store, car wash, and fast food restaurant on 1.31 vacant acres adjacent to and southwest of the South Weed/Interstate 5 interchange in Weed, California. Specifically, the project would be located at the southeastern corner of the South Weed Boulevard/Vista Drive intersection on Siskiyou County APNs 060-552-400 and 060-552-430.

Staff has prepared a draft Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration (IS/MND) for this project. The initial environmental review has identified: a) aesthetics, b) air quality, c) biological resources, d) cultural resources, e) hazards and hazardous materials, f) hydrology and water quality, and g) transportation and traffic as potentially significant environmental impacts requiring mitigation resulting from the project. 
The City Council will consider the draft IS/MND and proposed use permit at their regularly scheduled meeting on Thursday, June 14, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. 
Mr. Tinsman reviewed the single public agency response received to date from CalTrans.  

Chairman Tuman asked for comments and/or questions in support of the environmental document.  There were none.  
Chairman Tuman asked for comments and/or questions in opposition to the environmental document.  There were none.

A.  Sign ordinance limits for R-4 zoned businesses:  
The Planning Commission received a draft of language proposed to amend existing sign regulations as it relates to business signage in the High Density Residential/Commercial (R-4) zones.  Existing regulations limit business signs to eight square feet.  The proposed language will allow larger signs on a case by case basis after consideration of size, height, location, materials, color, lighting, and other appropriate factors.

B.  Zoning ordinance – various regulations for Individuals with Disabilities Reasonable Accommodations; Housing Project Conditions; Density Bonus; and Off-street parking.

Consideration of these ordinances and eventual adoption continues the implementation of the Housing Element programs.  It ws noted that a single modification to the parking ordinance is being recommended adding a multiple family dwelling category for the off-street parking accommodation.
