CHAPTER 9. Meetings [54950. - 54963.]  ( Chapter 9 added by Stats. 1953, Ch. 1588. )  54954.2.  (a) (2) No action or discussion shall be undertaken on any item not appearing on the posted agenda, except that members of a legislative body or its staff may briefly respond to statements made or questions posed by persons exercising their public testimony rights under Section 54954.3. In addition, on their own initiative or in response to questions posed by the public, a member of a legislative body or its staff may ask a question for clarification, make a brief announcement, or make a brief report on his or her own activities. Furthermore, a member of a legislative body, or the body itself, subject to rules or procedures of the legislative body, may provide a reference to staff or other resources for factual information, request staff to report back to the body at a subsequent meeting concerning any matter, or take action to direct staff to place a matter of business on a future agenda.


(b) Notwithstanding subdivision (a), the legislative body may take action on items of business not appearing on the posted agenda under any of the conditions stated below. Prior to discussing any item pursuant to this subdivision, the legislative body shall publicly identify the item.



(1) Upon a determination by a majority vote of the legislative body that an emergency situation exists, as defined in Section 54956.5.



(2) Upon a determination by a two-thirds vote of the members of the legislative body present at the meeting, or, if less than two-thirds of the members are present, a unanimous vote of those members present, that there is a need to take immediate action and that the need for action came to the attention of the local agency subsequent to the agenda being posted as specified in subdivision (a).



(3) The item was posted pursuant to subdivision (a) for a prior meeting of the legislative body occurring not more than five calendar days prior to the date action is taken on the item, and at the prior meeting the item was continued to the meeting at which action is being taken.

Conduct of Public Hearings TC \l1 "
A. The public is encouraged to participate in the hearing process.  The Mayor first introduces an agenda item, and then the project is described in detail by staff. B. The Mayor then opens the public hearing and provides an opportunity for the project proponent to make a presentation. Following the testimony of the project proponent and supporters, project opponents are given an equal opportunity to present testimony regarding the project.  


C. Before closing the public hearing, staff will address any issues conveyed by the project opponents/proponents.  


D. At the conclusion of the testimonies received, the Mayor will close the hearing and limit discussion to Council members.  Thereafter, the public will not be permitted to speak while this matter is under discussion by Council members.  During this discussion, Council members may individually ask questions of the project proponent or opponent, at the convenience of the Council.  


E. It is requested that all presentations be limited to a maximum of five minutes so that all interested parties will have an opportunity to address the Council.  
In all cases, in order to obtain and maintain an accurate record of the proceedings, address the Council at the speaking table and clearly introduce yourself with your full name and address.
