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REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

APRIL 12, 2012
The City Council of the City of Weed held a regular meeting on Thursday, April 12, 2012, at 5:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers at City Hall.  

Mayor Dave Pearce called the meeting to order and led recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present, in addition to Mayor Pearce, were Council Members Jerry Broomfield, Bob Hall, and Ken Palfini.  Council Member Chuck Sutton was still recuperating from a serious illness and asked to be excused from attendance.  Council Member Palfini moved to excuse the absence of Council Member Sutton.  Council Member Hall seconded the motion and the vote was:

Also present were City Administrator Ron Stock, City Attorney Robert Winston, Finance Director M. Kelly McKinnis, Police Chief Martin Nicholas, Public Works Director Craig Sharp, and City Clerk Deborah Salvestrin.  

III.  PUBLIC BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR
Mayor Pearce called for comments from the audience on specific agenda items or any item of interest that is within the Council’s jurisdiction noting that no action could be taken by the Council except to set the matter presented for the next regular Council meeting.  

Rebekah Sluss, a resident of Maple Avenue, appeared before the Council to request consideration of an ordinance that prohibits smoking at school bus stops.  Ms. Sluss also thanked the Council for past support of the Library funding, and requested continued support as it is a valuable community resource.  

IV.  COUNCIL MEMBER REPORTS AND COMMENTS
Council Member Palfini expressed concerns about securing funding for a vehicle for City Administrator Stock as required in the contract between the City and Mr. Stock.  Mr. Palfini asked about interim arrangements for a vehicle.  After some discussion about options, City Attorney Winston will work with Finance Officer McKinnis and City Administrator Stock to prepare an addendum to the employment agreement or to develop an alternative funding source to secure a vehicle as provided in the contract.

City Administrator Stock reviewed the goal-setting workshop and the subsequent drafting of objectives for each goal. City Administrator Stock reviewed attending a meeting with the Mayor and the Friends of the Library which group has previously expressed interest in pursuing an initiative for the November ballot.  The Friends of the Library has recommended no initiative measure at this time because they feel it would not be successful, however they are considering it for a ballot in the spring.  

Council expressed concerns about an urgency to secure an ongoing funding source, and the Friends group had previously promised a contribution toward the Council approved budget.  It is unclear to the Council what amount is expected to be contributed.
