A. Zoning Ordinance Text Amendments:  The Planning Commission is considering amendment of the zoning ordinance as follows:  

1. Definitions:  Proposed definitions for the following have been drafted:  emergency shelters, family, farm worker housing, group care facilities, group residential, single-room occupancy, supportive housing, and transitional housing.    
2. Chart revisions:  The zoning chart will be revised to make allowances for the uses that are being added by the above-listed definitions.  
3. Storage containers:  A. Proposed expansion of existing permitted zones includes C-1 and C-2 zones where containers may be permitted; B. Use permit will dictate the required screening – suggested fence, and or painting; C. setback requirements do not change; proposed text permits granting of exceptions on case by case basis; and D., annual review is required of all permits issued under special circumstances.

Conduct of Public Hearings

· The public is encouraged to participate in the hearing process.  The Chairman first introduces an agenda item, and then the project is described in detail by staff.  As part of the project presentation, question and answers between Commission members and Staff is included, for additional information or clarification.  

· The Chairman then opens the public hearing and provides an opportunity for the project proponent to make a presentation.  Following the project proponent’s statement, the Chairman will invite other interested parties to address the matter.  Following the testimony of the project proponent and supporters, project opponents are given an equal opportunity to present testimony regarding the project.  

· After the opponents have finished testifying, the project proponent and project opponent are given time to offer rebuttal.  

· Before closing the public hearing, staff will address any issues conveyed by the project opponents/proponents.  

· At the conclusion of the testimonies received, the Chairman will close the hearing and limit discussion to Commission members.  Thereafter, the public will not be permitted to speak while this matter is under discussion by Commission members.  During this discussion, Commission members may individually ask questions of the project proponent or opponent, at the convenience of the Commission.  

· It is requested that all presentations be limited to a maximum of five minutes so that all interested parties will have an opportunity to address the Commission.  

· In all cases, in order to obtain and maintain an accurate record of the proceedings, address the Commission at the speaking table and clearly introduce yourself with your full name and address.
