REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

JANUARY 12, 2012
The City Council of the City of Weed held a regular special meeting on Thursday, January 12, 2012, at 5:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers at City Hall.  

Mayor Dave Pearce called the meeting to order and led recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present, in addition to Mayor Pearce, were Council Members Jerry Broomfield, Bob Hall, Ken Palfini, and Chuck Sutton.   Also present were City Administrator Earl Wilson, City Attorney Robert Winston, Finance Director M. Kelly McKinnis, Police Chief Martin Nicholas, Public Works Director Craig Sharp, and City Clerk Deborah Salvestrin.  

III.  PUBLIC BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR
Mayor Pearce called for comments from the audience on specific agenda items or any item of interest that is within the Council’s jurisdiction noting that no action could be taken by the Council except to set the matter presented for the next regular Council meeting.   
John Diehm, President of the Chamber of Commerce, gave a report of upcoming activities.  

IV.  COUNCIL MEMBER REPORTS AND COMMENTS
Council Member Hall reported the Weed Pride’s sidewalk committee is starting to plan this season’s work slated for the east side of Main Street.  

Council Member Sutton complimented the considerable effort put in by all the volunteers on phase I of the sidewalk project.  He noted he continues to get comments of how great the sidewalk looks.  

Council Member Broomfield echoed those comments and stressed how nice the project is for the handicapped people who found the old sidewalks challenging.  
V.  PUBLIC HEARING(S)
Mayor Pearce reviewed the procedures for the conduct of public hearings, and then declared the present as the time and place for the scheduled hearing.  Mayor Pearce then asked for and received verification that proper notice had been given in accordance with the law, and then declared the hearing open at 5:33 p.m.
A. Administrative Services Division, Finance Department – Business Loans under the Community Development Block Grant Program:  
City Administrator Wilson reported the City has adopted various documents as required by the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program, and two of the documents are in the process of revision as mandated by the State and Federal programs.  The Program Income Reuse Plan and the Business Assistance Loan Program Guidelines have been revised as required to comply with new regulations.  
Michael Wecksler appeared before the City Council representing Great Northern Corporation, the City’s grant administration and grant writing agency.  Mr. Wecksler reported to the Council that the majority of the revisions represent deletion of wording that is no longer permitted under the new State regulations.

Mayor Pearce declared the hearing closed at 5:40 p.m., and asked for Council comment and or question concerning the Guidelines or Reuse Plan.

B. Zoning Ordinance Text Amendment – Fence Heights:   
The Planning Commission recently received applications for use permits for fences that exceed height requirements included in existing zoning ordinances.  The Commission found that regulations could be changed to permit fences under certain or special circumstances.  After a zoning ordinance amendment was initiated, the ordinance was drafted and considered under public hearing.  The Commission recommends Council adoption of the ordinance to change existing regulations to allow fences in the instance of unusual privacy requirements as long as the fence will not reduce public safety patrol and access capabilities.  
Mayor Pearce declared the hearing open at 5:50 p.m. and asked for comments and/or questions in support of the proposed fencing height changes.  There were none.

ORDINANCE NO. 403-2012
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF WEED

AMENDING SECTION 18.24.210 OF THE WEED MUNICIPAL CODE

AS IT RELATES TO FENCE HEIGHTS


THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEED DOES ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:  


Section 1.  Section 18.24.210 of the Weed Municipal Code is hereby amended at subsection E to read as follows:


“E.  Fences or structures exceeding the allowable height to enclose tennis courts, similar areas, or unusual privacy requirements may be erected subject to the obtaining of a use permit therefore and such use is found to not reduce public safety patrol and access capabilities.”


Section 2.  This ordinance shall take effect and be in force thirty (30) days after its passage.  


Section 3.  This ordinance shall be published in the Weed Press, a newspaper of general circulation in the City of Weed, within fifteen (15) days after its passage.
