REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

MARCH 8, 2012
The City Council of the City of Weed held a regular meeting on Thursday, March 8, 2012, at 5:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers at City Hall.  

Mayor Dave Pearce called the meeting to order and led recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present, in addition to Mayor Pearce, were Council Members Jerry Broomfield, Bob Hall, and Ken Palfini.  Council Member Chuck Sutton was ill and out of the City and asked to be excused.  Mayor Pearce moved to excuse the absence of Chuck Sutton who called in prior to the time of the meeting and asked to be excused due to illness.  Council Member Hall seconded the motion and the vote was:

Also present were City Administrator Ron Stock, City Attorney Robert Winston, Public Works Director Craig Sharp, and City Clerk Deborah Salvestrin.  

III.  PUBLIC BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR
Mayor Pearce called for comments from the audience on specific agenda items or any item of interest that is within the Council’s jurisdiction noting that no action could be taken by the Council except to set the matter presented for the next regular Council meeting.   
John Diehm, President of the Chamber of Commerce, gave a status report on the recent Chinese Auction fund raiser, and then announced upcoming events including Carnevale in July and a music and arts festival to be held the first weekend in August.  

John Oliver, representing the Weed Revitalization Coalition, offered a welcome to new administrator, Ron Stock.  

John Christ, representing the Weed Friends of the Library, announced a student art show on exhibit at the Library and invited viewing.  

Carol Cupp, member of the College of the Siskiyous’ Board of Trustees, welcomed new administrator Ron Stock and invited him to meet with College President Randy Lawrence and herself.  
IV.  COUNCIL MEMBER REPORTS AND COMMENTS
Council Member Hall reported meeting with Public Works Director Sharp and an engineer on Main Street to begin coordination of the rehabilitation project for the east side sidewalk.  

V.  REGULAR AGENDA
A.  Citizen Request – Joyce and John Oliver:  

Council considered a draft of an endorsement for a community resource center project for which Mr. and Mrs. Oliver are soliciting funds.  Council considered the draft and then made a few changes and directed staff to finalize the letter for the Olivers.  
B.  Administrative Services -- Library funding source:    
Council Member Palfini reviewed that last year when Council allocated $30,000 to the Library for the upcoming budgets discussion was had to find a source for permanent funding that does not tax the general fund.  Discussion continued regarding the cities of Mt. Shasta and Dunsmuir choices to use ballot measures for sales and parcel taxes.  Council requested staff provide information as to those two options and any others that may appear to provide the funding needed. The matter will continue to the next agenda as deadline for a ballot measure for the November General Election is July 16.  
C.  Administrative Services -- Annual audit: 
Council received information and a draft of a request for proposal for audit services.  After discussion Council Member Palfini moved to accept the drafted request for proposal for audit services, and authorized the staff to distribute as appropriate.  Council Member Hall seconded the measure and the vote was:

Council also discussed methods to assure completion of audits in a timely manner such as an ordinance or resolution.  City Administrator Stock suggested a policy adoption which could have stricter force and effect than ordinance.  Council agreed to consider a policy when same is drafted.  Council then questioned the contract for the overdue audits and staff will follow up to find out what the contract provides.  
VI.  CONSENT AGENDA
Mayor Pearce stated that all items listed under the consent agenda are considered to be routine and will be enacted by one motion.  There will be no separate discussion of the items unless members of the audience or Council request specific items be removed from the Consent Agenda for discussion prior to the time the Council votes.  

Mayor Pearce asked if there are items to be removed from the consent agenda.  There were none, and the following matters were considered inclusively:  

A. Administrative Services – Finance Division:  Accept audit of the Financial Statements for the Transportation Development Act fund for periods ending June 30, 2010 and 2011.

B. City Clerk – Elections Division:  Adopt Resolution No. 05-2012 Calling and Giving Notice Of A General Municipal Election To Be Held on November 6, 2012 And Requesting Consolidation Of This Election With The Statewide Election, said resolution being in the words and figures following:

WHEREAS, under the provisions of the laws relating to general law cities of the State and California and the City of Weed, a General Municipal Election shall be held on Tuesday, November 6, 2012 for the election of certain municipal officers; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to the California Elections Code, the City Council of the City of Weed  calls and gives notice of the General Municipal Election; and


WHEREAS, it is desirable that the General Municipal Election be consolidated with the Statewide Election to be held on the same date, and that within the City, the precincts, polling places, and elections officers of the two elections be the same, and that the County Clerk’s Office of the County of Siskiyou canvass the returns of the General Municipal Election and that this Election be held in all respects as if there were only one Election.


NOW THEREFORE THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEED DOES HEREBY RESOLVE, DECLARE, DETERMINE AND ORDER AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1:  Pursuant to the requirements of the laws of the State of California relating to general law cities, there is called ordered to be held in the City of Weed, on Tuesday,  November 6, 2012 a General Municipal Election for the purpose of electing  two City Council members; and 


Section 2:  The polls for the election shall be open at 7:00 a.m. on the day of the election and shall remain open continuously until 8:00 p.m. when the polls shall be closed pursuant to Elections Code Section 10242, except as provided in Section 14401 of the Elections Code; and 


Section 3:  Notice of the time and place of holding the election is given and the County Clerk is authorized, instructed and directed to give further or additional notice of the election, in time, form and manner as required by law; and 


Section 4:  Pursuant to the requirements of Section 10403 of the Elections Code, the Board of Supervisors of the County of Siskiyou is herby requested to consent and agree to the consolidation of the City of Weed General Municipal Election with the Statewide Election to be held on  Tuesday, November 6, 2012; and 


Section 5:  That the Board of Supervisors is requested to issue instructions to the County Clerk’s Office Elections Division to take any and all steps necessary for the holding of a consolidated election, including candidate filing; and 


Section 6:  That the County Clerk’s Office is authorized and instructed to procure and furnish any and all official ballots, notices, printed matter and all supplies and equipment and other necessary items in order to properly and lawfully conduct the election; and 


Section 7: That the County Clerk’s Office is authorized to canvass the returns of the Election. The election shall be held in all respects as if there were only one election, and only one form of ballot shall be used; and 


Section 8: That the City of  Weed recognizes that additional cost will be incurred by the County by reason of this consolidation and agrees to reimburse the County for any costs that are not reimbursed by the State; and 


Section 9:  That the City Clerk is hereby directed to file a certified copy of this Resolution with the Board of Supervisors and County Clerk’s Office of the County of Siskiyou.  

C. City Clerk’s Department:  Approve minutes for the meetings of February 9, and 16, 2012.  

D. Administrative Services Department:    Approve payment of Warrants # 45422 – 45468, #45470 – 45479, and #45487 - 45527, in the amount of $171,913.71; and receive Financial Status Report for Month Ending February, 2012 for filing.  
Mayor Pearce moved approval and/or adoption of the Consent Agenda as stated above.  Council Member Palfini seconded the motion, and the vote was:
