MAY 10, 2012
The City Council of the City of Weed held a regular meeting on May 10, 2012, at 5:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers at City Hall.  

Mayor Dave Pearce called the meeting to order and led recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present, in addition to Mayor Pearce were Council Members Bob Hall, Ken Palfini, and Chuck Sutton.  Also present were City Administrator Ron Stock, City Attorney Robert Winston, Finance Director M. Kelly McKinnis, Police Chief Martin Nicholas, Public Works Director Craig Sharp, and City Clerk Deborah Salvestrin.

III.  PUBLIC BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR
Mayor Pearce called for comments from the audience on specific agenda items or any item of interest that is within the Council’s jurisdiction noting that no action could be taken by the Council except to set the matter presented for the next regular Council meeting.   

John Diehm, president of the Chamber of Commerce, briefed the Council on upcoming events.  

Chris Rizzo, Hidden Meadow Drive, appeared on behalf of Dewey and Josie Rizzo at 85 Grove Street, and requested to be on the next agenda in order to discuss City solution to a recurring sewer problem at 85 Grove Street.  Council concurred. 

Marilyn Blankenship, 1460 N. Davis Avenue, asked the Council to schedule an agenda item at the time of the next meeting to give an update on the effort to secure the rights to the Beaughan Springs, and to permit time for public input.  Staff explained negotiations are ongoing but there may not be anything to report. 1.  Definitions:

City Administrator Stock reviewed the definitions that the Planning Commission has drafted and recommended for adoption.  The definitions are required by State Law and the adoption is a program called for in the City’s Housing Element of the General Plan.  The definitions recommended for adoption are for the following uses:  emergency shelters, family, farm worker housing, group care facilities, group residential, single-room occupancy, supportive housing, and transitional housing.

“ORDINANCE NO. 404-2012

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEED

AMENDING TITLE 18 OF THE WEED MUNICIPAL CODE BY

ADDING CERTAIN DEFINITIONS

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEED DOES ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:


Title 18 of the Weed Municipal Code is hereby amended to add the following sections:


18.08.195  Emergency Shelters.  "Emergency shelter" means housing with minimal supportive services for homeless persons that is limited to occupancy of six (6) months or less by a homeless person and in which no person or persons are denied emergency shelter because of an inability to pay. 


18.08.205  Farmworker Housing.  "Farmworker housing" means housing owned by an agricultural employer whose place of business is within the city limits of Weed, which housing provides accommodations for six (6) or fewer employees of that employer.  Such housing shall be within the place of business and shall be deemed to be a single-family structure with a residential land use designation.  Farmworker housing shall not be within the definition of a boarding house, rooming house, hotel, dormitory, or any other housing which is a business run for profit. 


18.08.224  Group Care Facilities.  "Group care facilities" means dwellings which are provided for those in need of social assistance and who are deemed incapable of living alone or without supervision. 


18.08.225  Group Residential.  "Group residential" means a   single-family residence intended to serve as a home for unrelated persons who share a common characteristic; a place where people live or stay in a group living arrangement that is owned or managed by an entity or organization providing housing and/or services for the residents. 


18.08.445  Single-room Occupancy.  "Single-room occupancy" means a structure with three or more dwelling units that have separate sleeping or living areas, some combination of shared bath(s) or toilet(s), and which may or may not have separate or shared cooking facilities, all of which are available for rental occupancy for periods of seven (7) days or longer, in which said dwelling units are accessed through a common primary entrance, and in which on-site management is provided on a 24-hour basis. 


18.08.485  Supportive Housing.  "Supporting housing" means housing with no limit on length of stay that is occupied by persons who are linked to onsite or offsite services that assist such persons in retaining the housing, improving his or her health status, and maximizing his or her ability to live and, when possible, work in the community.


18.08.495  Transitional Housing.  "Transitional housing" means housing operated under federal, state, county, or City of Weed program requirements that serve persons on the condition that such housing will terminate at some predetermined future point in time, which shall be no less than six (6) months.”

3.  Storage containers:

City Administrator Stock reviewed that at Council’s direction the Planning Commission has drafted an ordinance allowing for the use of cargo containers in commercial zones.  The Commission has recommended existing ordinance be amended to expand zones to include C-1 and C-2 where containers may be permitted; the compulsory use permit will dictate the required screening such as fence and/or painting, and setback requirements.  Ordinance will also provide for exceptions and require annual review.    

Mayor Pearce declared the hearing open at 6:06 p.m. and asked for comments and/or questions in support of the proposed ordinance.  

Greg Messer, 1806 Eddy Circle, representing the College of the Siskiyous Foundation, thanked the Council for its work on behalf of the Foundation’s efforts to find a way for retention of the cargo container for storage but noted that the ordinance as recommended by the Planning Commission limits height to eight feet but the existing container is 10 feet high.  

Mayor Pearce asked for comments and/or questions in opposition to the drafted ordinance.  There were none. 

Mayor Pearce declared the hearing closed at 6:12 p.m., and asked for Council comment and or question concerning the proposed ordinance.  Council Member Palfini questioned the Foundation’s ability to exchange the container for one that complies with the ordinance, and Angel Fisher, an employee of the Foundation, reported it would be cost-prohibitive to exchange it.  Council Members questioned the setbacks in the ordinance and Foundation representatives agreed that otherwise the ordinance would meet with their requirements.

“ORDINANCE NO. 406-2012

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEED

REVISING SECTION 18.24.300 OF THE WEED MUNICIPAL CODE,

RELATING TO PREFABRICATED STORAGE CONTAINERS

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WEED DOES ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:


Section 18.24.300 of the Weed Municipal Code is revised to read in its entirety as follows:

18.24.300 Prefabricated storage containers. Prefabricated exterior storage containers such as cargo containers or truck trailers are permitted only in zones designated C-1, C-2,  C-M or M with a conditional use permit as an accessory use to the primary permitted use on the same site, subject to the following conditions:

A. 
Storage containers may be used only for the storage of merchandise, inventory, shelving displays, or other incidental items related to the operation of the business.

B. 
Business or sale of merchandise shall not be conducted from the storage container, nor shall the storage container be used as a habitable space, office, or meeting area, and shall be kept closed and secured at all times other than when items are being moved to or from the storage container.

C. 
Storage containers must be oriented to minimize their being seen from the public right-of-way.  In no case shall storage containers be placed so as to cover, block, or otherwise impact required parking, or impact circulation or emergency access.

D. 
Storage containers shall be entirely screened by a solid wall or fence as approved in the use permit with a minimum height equivalent to the height of the container, or in lieu of such a wall or fence, painted the color of the primary structure as conditioned by the use permit.

E. 
Graffiti shall be removed within twenty-four (24) hours from any storage container or screening.

F. 
No more than two (2) storage containers with a combined floor area of no more than six hundred forty (640) square feet shall be allowed. Storage containers shall not exceed a height of ten (10) feet.

G. 
Storage container location:

1. 
Front setback: A storage container shall be no closer to the front lot line than the front-most wall of the building nearest the front lot line, or fifty (50) feet, whichever distance is greater. In no case shall a storage container be located closer than fifty (50) feet to any front lot line.  Exceptions may be considered on a case by case basis.

2. 
Side and rear setbacks: Side and rear setbacks shall be the same as those for the underlying zone.

3. 
Storage containers may be allowed as a temporary use on construction sites in any zone within the city subject to first obtaining a temporary conditional use permit. The planning commission shall determine appropriate siting, time limits, and other conditions as may be necessary to assure minimal impact to adjacent properties. Such temporary use shall be allowed only in conjunction with a valid building permit, and the use shall be terminated prior to issuance of a final occupancy permit. The planning commission shall have the authority to revoke such a temporary permit if the applicant does not comply with the stated conditions or if the applicant is not making adequate progress on construction.

H. 
This section shall not apply to a location with a permitted business actively engaged in transporting cargo containers or truck trailers, provided however, that the container or trailer is on the property only temporarily.

I. 
In all cases of special circumstances, an annual review is required.”

B.  Citizen Request –Water and Sewer Systems – outside of City limits:  

Margo Perryman, 24726 First Street, appeared before the Council to request consideration of extension of City sewer services to the Rest Area on Interstate 5 and to include availability for interested individual properties in Edgewood to participate.  

Jim Gubetta, 202 Woodridge Court, Susan Shaffer, 19338 Carrick Avenue, Marilyn Birse, 24230 Edgewood Road, John McGary, 23638 Edgewood Road, and Ken Shaffer, 19338 First Avenue, all commented on Ms. Perryman’s request.  All were either interested in more information, or stated no interest in participation.  
Although the request is outside of the Council’s jurisdiction, Council understands the City would not be a lead agency in pursuing a solution.  The City, however, could consider participating in the event the County requests assistance if it does not come at the expense of the City’s residents.  

C.  Citizen Request – 4 & 20 Blackbird Music Festival:  
Sylvia Massey Shivy, a business owner on Main Street, and a resident of Old Edgewood Road, came before the Council to consider a request for Festival participation including street closures and use of public resources including land and personnel.  Ms. Shivy reviewed last year’s festival and noted they want to expand it this year.  The group is a for-profit organization working in conjunction with the Chamber of Commerce and is asking for use of City lands and parking lots, and closure of streets for three days.  Ms. Shivy also requested use of City property in south Weed for camping purposes.  

After discussion, it was agreed that the logistics are not yet ready for approvals, and Council directed Ms. Shivy and her committee to meet with the Public Safety and Public Works Departments to draft a workable plan.  

D.  City Council Goals and Objectives:  Discussion and action continued from April 12  
Council briefly discussed ordering and numbering the drafted goals and objectives into a work plan, but after discussion agreed that all goals can be worked toward as opportunities, time, and resources arise.
