SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES

NOVEMBER 15, 2012
The City Council of the City of Weed held a special meeting on November 15, 2012, at 5:30 p.m. in the Council Chamber at City Hall.  

Mayor Dave Pearce called the meeting to order and led recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.  Present, in addition to Mayor Pearce, were Council Members Bob Hall, Ken Palfini and Chuck Sutton.  Also present were City Administrator Ron Stock, City Attorney Robert Winston, Finance Director M. Kelly McKinnis, and City Clerk Deborah Salvestrin.  


Council Member Jerry Broomfield died on November 11, 2012.  His office of council member is now vacant pursuant to Government Code 1770 which reads in part “An office becomes vacant on the happening of . . . . .  (a) The death of the incumbent.”
III.  PUBLIC BUSINESS FROM THE FLOOR
Mayor Pearce called for comments from the audience on specific agenda items or any item of interest that is within the Council’s jurisdiction noting that no action could be taken by the Council except to set the matter presented for the next regular Council meeting.   
James Gubetta, 202 Woodridge Court, requested the Council make the same awards of the Transient Occupancy Tax as was allocated last year while the Council considers changes to the process for next year.  
IV.  AGENDA
A.  Transient Occupancy Tax:  -- 2012/2013 Funding Period  
City Administrator Stock stated that pursuant to ordinance, a percentage of the Transient Occupancy Taxes collected is made available for community uses such as beautification, economic development, and community promotion and events.  Council considered the previously adopted resolution that defines the eligible community uses and priorities for evaluating applications for funding, and reviewed the reporting requirements that are associated with the receipt of funding.  

After brief discussion, Council Members Hall and Palfini expressed interest in changing the allocation criteria to put more emphasis on events that bring visitors to town.  That being said, each Council Member then listed his recommended award amounts, and discussed or questioned the proposed projects or the individual organization income and expenditures.  Recommended awards were averaged to fit within the amount available.  At Conclusion of the discussion, Council Member Palfini moved to adopt the 2012/13 Transient Occupancy Tax distribution funding as follows:
