Work Plan
Staff has spent most of our time in the last two weeks completing two grant applications.  On Monday night we were able to finalize and upload the Vista Drive Rehabilitation grant to the EDA.  Today we finalized the Sewer Replacement Grant to DWR.
In addition, last week, prior to the rain we were able to complete the repaving of streets damaged by the Boles Fire.

Boles Fire Update
At this point, all of the grant projects funded with the $19.4M in grant funding that the City received following the Boles Fire have been completed with the exception that Pacific Power has to complete the installation of the street lights in Angel Valley.  All of the projects were completed on time and within budget.  What’s the next phase—now we have to complete the State audit of the expenditures.

Debris Removal Expenditures
A number of property owners have received payment for the removal of debris, yet they refuse to forward these funds to the City as required by the debris removal agreements they signed.  It is unfair for some to voluntarily pay and others to attempt to avoid their commitments.  As a result we will be asking you for authorization to file suit for collection.

Drug Dog
The Police Department was successful in obtaining a $20,000 grant for the purchase of a drug dog and the training of personnel.  Putting this money with the $10,000 they have raised in local contributions and the sale of Space Burgers, they have sufficient funds to complete the purchase.
