Special Council Meeting May Be Necessary
At the September 8th Council Meeting the City Council ratified the staff’s decision not to approve a second industrial well permit for Crystal Geyser due to concern that a second private well may negatively impact the City’s Mazzei Well.  However, the County has written to me saying that a unanimous vote of the City Council is insufficient and that without “an ordinance in place (to) restrict or prohibit the construction of a well…it is the intention of this Department to issue Crystal Geyser Roxanne a well construction permit.”

We have requested a seven day extension on the County’s intent to issue the permit and asked the City Attorney to begin drafting an ordinance for possible consideration at a special meeting.

I may be asking the Mayor to call a special meeting next week, although in speaking with Michael Kobseff it is possible that the County may change its position.

Nuisance
I’ve been asked about a potential nuisance in regard to boxes of clothing strewn in a yard in Angel Valley.  Apparently pictures of this have been posted on Facebook. The CSOs in the Police Department have contacted the property owner and the owner has been given until Friday to clean this up.  Should they fail to do so in a timely fashion it is possible that a citation will issue.
