Special Council Meeting 
Ken Palfini, Kelly McKinnis, and I met with Ronan Papillaud the President and CEO of Crystal Geyser.  He apologized for his dad’s behavior and said that his father, age 82, is not a stockholder in the company, is not an officer, and cannot speak for Crystal Geyser Roxane.  We accepted his apology, but asked him to do more than simply apologize.  We asked that he withdraw the request for a well permit and not make any plans to increase production.  He agreed to do so and before the end of the day, had officially withdrawn the request.  We nonetheless believe it is in the best interest of the residents of the City to proceed with the ordinance which would require a City permit to drill a well.  Thus, we will proceed with the Special Council Meeting on September 22nd as posted.
New Council Member Orientation
City Staff is beginning to make plans to offer a one-day New Council Member Orientation in the event that Sue Tavalero is elected.  (We are making an assumption that Dave Pearce would not want or need an orientation.)
